SPECIFIED PURPOSES - TRANSHIPMENT 





Specified Purposes - Transhipment Test


Under this test, importers may import articles for the purpose of transhipment to another country, when export permission has been granted.


Import Conditions


The goods must remain under the control of the Australian Customs and Border Protection Service at all times.





HOW TO APPLY


Applications must be made in writing to the �Attorney-General’s Department


Required Supporting Documentation
